village in a family of six, Burton 
has a brother and four sisters. He 
was born in 1993. His date and 
month of birth are not known.

His father is dead and there 
is no information regarding the year 
he died or the causes that could of 
led to his demise.  

Burton and his siblings were 
thus brought up by their mother. 
His mother more especially took it 
upon herself to raise her children 

seeing  there was nobody from the 



husband s family who wanted to 
take up the responsibility of raising 
the children.   

She would find it difficult to 
fend for her family single handedly 
for the reason that she had no 
decent job or source of income 
apart from the gardening.
